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1. You must have a signed and Notarized permission slip, signed by your parent/guardian. 

2. You must have a signed copy of this set of rules, signed by you and your parent/guardian. 

3. Anyone that does not have either of the preceding  will not be allowed to go on the trip. 

4. You must have these documents signed appropriately before arriving, we will not drive around for signatures. 

5. Each Student is allowed only 2 bags of luggage. 

6. Please follow the “What To Bring/Not To Bring” guidelines closely. 

7. This is NOT a boyfriend/girlfriend trip, this is a YOUTH trip.  There are no boyfriends or girlfriends this trip. 

8. There will be no hand holding, kissing, intimate hugging, lap sitting or any other PDA. 

9. There will be no smoking, cussing, drinking, fighting, vulgarity or anything else unbecoming of a Christian. 

10. No clothing of any kind with any un-Christian wordage, logos or pictures can be worn. 

11. You are to be appropriately clothed at all times.  Remember:  We Are Representing Christ 

12. Guys swimsuits must be appropriately long and not have any holes. 

13. Girls must wear either a one piece or a two piece that covers the stomach (i.e., a tankini).  If a two piece is 

worn you will be required to wear a colored (non-white) t-shirt while wearing the swimsuit. 

14. No Student will be allowed to go ANYWHERE by him/herself for ANY REASON.   

15. The only time there will be ANY separation of the group will be done with a Chaperone only. 

16. Once we are in the house for the night there will be no one outside of his/her room for any reason. 

17. There will be no “sneaking” out for any reason. 

18. You must remain with a Chaperone at all times. 

19. There will be no “cliques.” 

20. You must stay awake and participate in the Bible Study each night. 

21. You will be expected to help in all housekeeping chores including the big clean up on the last day. 

22. Any other rules as created by the Chaperones. 

 

• If you break these rules you will pay the consequences.   

• If there is a breaking of one of the major rules or breaking of multiple rules of any kind you will be sent home 

at your parent/guardian’s expense.   

• Your expulsion from the trip due to rules violations will include contact with your parent/guardian who will
